1.1 Background

Ushamath Mabhila Self Reliant Cooperative Mahasangh Ltd is a federation of women
SHGs, established in 2005 to meet the financial service needs of the poor clients
living in one of the most underserved areas of Uttarakhand state. Structured as a
community based microfinance institut:i
solutions that provide direct socio economic improvement to the marginalized and
low-income households.

UMM has been involved in rendering a range of affordable financial services for the
clients especially those who remained beyond the reach of the formal financial
institutions and often get exploited by the local money lenders. UMM has decided to
enter in the field of Micro finance mainly to end this menace and is currently working
under this broad thematic area.

As an institution UMM is being promoted by Appropriate Technology India (A T India)
having its head office at Guptkashi, Rudraprayag and operational offices at different
districts of Uttarakhand viz. Rudraprayag, Chamoli, Tehri and Uttarkashi.

Appropriate Technology India is an NGO registred under society act 1860 which is
involved in promoting Livelihood and Natural Resource Management in an extensive
manner in remote areas of Uttarakhand state. While promoting livelihoods, A T India
could notice the constraint of credit as an input for the clients as the local financial
institutions took a lot of time to come forward for SHG-bank linkages having reflected
on the issue, the A T India took a strategic decision for creating an alternative
community based institution that will provide to the credit needs of the clients on
sustainable manner for Income generation activities and life cycle needs, thus, the
Ushamath Mabhila Self Reliant Cooperative Mahasangh Ltd. (UMM) came into being
and got registered as a cooperative under Uttaranchal cooperative self reliant
cooperative act. 2003.

A T India has been supporting UMM in terms of technical advice, guidance, linkages,

and infrastructure etc. One of the board members of A T India is also deputed to
UMM6 Board of Directors for guiding them

UMM plan to reach a client base of 5,000 individuals, with an annual disbursement of
Rs. 05 Crores. It would be governed according to democratic principles and
managed by a team of professional managers.

The central objective of UMM is to bring social, economical, cultural and political
development of the poor who are mainly neglected by traditional financial system by
providing financial facility to the women in hilly areas.

The overall goal of UMM is to contribute significantly to the elimination of poverty in
hilly areas by providing financial facilities to the poor who are neglected by the

2.1 Self Help Group (SHGS): Self Help Group (SHGs) is small voluntary
association of peoples organized for the purpose of helping, preferably from the
same socio T economic background. Each SHG consist of 10 i 20 members and
have three elected executive members.

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2.3 Delivery Model:

UMM are serving a large number of customers in an economic way with high
transaction cost and | ower | e n Hoflendingisithe k . n
path in which the credit flows from the group to the ultimate customers at present

UMM is involved in lending through SHG methodology.

The member of SHGs meet once a month at a pre specified time and place. The
SHG take mutual guarantee for each other when they take loan from UMM. These
SHGs also help in preliminary appraisal of the loan applications.

Each loanee is required to get affiliated to UMM by paying a yearly membership fee
so that itdés abl e t o utThel SH&sfdderatehimo valleyr vi cle s
associations which are linked with branches. The meetings of valley associations
are conducted every month and all disbursements and collections are made in the

meetings of the valley associations.

2.4 Lending Principal:

e Importance will be given to those who use loan in Income generation
activities. By ensuring that UMM executive and the field staffs are accessible
to all villages targeted by UMM to provide information about UMM and its
work.

Importance will be given to those who are neglected by the traditional
financial institutions: By ensuring that Microfinance Coordinators and the
field staffs are accessible to all villages targeted by UMM to provide
information about UMM and its work.

To minimize the transaction cost to the lender and the organization: By

doing recovery of the installments at the Valley Associations meeting and
generate loan application and disburse loan at the same time with maximum
efficiency to minimize operating cost.

Loans only to the creditworthy people: By doing the loan appraisal at
different levels and cross verification with previous records to ensure that
loans are given to credit worthy clients.

Rewards for the good borrowers: UMM are provide repeat loans to the
borrowers based on the credit history of the borrowers.
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Punishment for bad borrowers: UMM will not give loan to the borrower
whose earlier loan overdue falls beyond suitable limit.

Provision for other services: Other necessary services like training, saving
facilities and insurance will be given to the borrowers.

Chapter Ill: Microfinance Operations

UMM has institutionalized its microfinance program through Self Help Group method.
It has developed comprehensive Business Plan for microfinance on-lending
program. UMM works with valley approach in hills, as well as cluster approach that
MFIs follow in plain area. It has got altogether 20 valley level associations. As a
growing microfinance institution UMM has made reasonable progress in the
microfinance operation in terms of its increased outreach and portfolio. Within a short
span of around four years UMM has been able to promote 527 SHGs having 5515
members, with saving of Rs. 55.53 Lakhs

3.1 Products and Services:

Microfinance has been programs that avails the financial services consisting mainly
of savings, credit, insurance etc. for the poor who dond have access to other
financial institutions and banks. As a community owned financial institution UMM has
realized that and also tries to provide these services to its members in an easy and
affordable manner. Over the years it has built good rapport and created enough
confidence among the clients though its service delivery mechanism.

Presently UMM offers savings, credit and insurance services for the members. As
per the current practice, it encourages members for regular savings at the group
level and utilizes the amount for internal lending among them. At present UMM does
not accept savings from the SHGs/Members however, plan to collect savings of the
clients once the management systems are built and stabilized for this.
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3.1.1 Credit:

A loan product is featured by a set of conditions like limit of loan amount purpose,
interest rate, loan processing fees, duration etc. UMM have two loan products as on
date. Currently UMM is offering Short-term an medium term loans its clients through

UMM has also developed new products for next financial year 2010 i 11 especially
in the field of livelihood development. UMM has developed new loan product as
Enterprise loan with chepest rate of interest the SHGs members will get loan easily
especially for establish a small enterprise. UMM are focusing on financial
instruments for poverty alleviation and environmental sustainability, not merely for
maximum profit making. UMM follows holistic approach and provides a set of
services to poor households to come out extreme poverty.

3.1.2 Savings:

UMM are mobilizing savings within the Self Help Groups (SHGs) (Annex 01) UMM
also plan to collect savings of the clients, but this will be done only after the
management systems are built and stabilized for this.
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3.1.3 Insurance Products:

UMM are offer insurance services to all its clients, as of now at present limited to the
loanees only extending the services will be done in collaboration with both the public
and private Insurance companies. Presently UMM are providing Life Insurance in
collaboration with LIC and Birla Sun Life Insurance but later will cover health,
livestock, accident and shopk/household insurance etc.

An insurance premium of Rs. 160 is taken from the client for duration of two year.
In any case of dead of the client the client will get an amount of Rs. 25000.00

An insurance premium of Rs. 200 is taken from the client for duration of three
years In any case death of the client the client will get and amount of Rs.
20,000.00. If there is no death the client will get back his/her own money with
interest maximum Rs. 216.00 after completion of three years.

An insurance premium of Rs. 140 has been taken from the client for duration of
two year in case of dead to the client the client will get an amount of Rs.
25,000.00

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3.3 Microfinance Policies and strategies:

As a Community based microfinance institutions UMM has been promoting
microfinance in a planned manner. UMM have developed business plans for the
organization. The field staffs undertake field level monitoring by visiting the groups
and attending their meetings regularly for reporting and Management Information
System (MIS) purpose, UMM has developed software. The software provides all
information of micro finance operations. The operational priorities and strategies of
UMM to strengthen its microfinance program is as follows.

Wider coverage of members through formation of new SHGs and imparting
me mber s e ducedtived its principles, vatugs etc.

Increasing the number of active borrowers from among the members through
exploring new business opportunities and extending credit services for that UMM
has planned to disburse 05 million in the current year.

Enhance the recovery rate though close monitoring, improved peer pressure,
clients education etc. and there by increase the income of the organization.
Exploring the possibilities to utilize the idle savings amount of the groups for
internal and mutual lending among SHGs through the federation.

Increased mobilization on resources 1T both loan funds and grants for
strengthening the microfinance operation. UMM will focus on financial
instruments for poverty alleviation and environmental sustainability, not merely for
maximum profit making.

Attaining 100% OSS and FSS in its microfinance operation.

Chapter IV: Status of Microfinance Programme

Microfinance has been the core program or business of UMM. It is a result of its
efforts to avail the demand-based loans for the members as well as to end the highly
exploitative informal local money lending practice. The aim is also to make an effort
to provide substantial and efficient financial services to have a sustainable livelihood
options for the members.
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4.1. Micro finance Loan from UMM:

UMM is a community owned microfinance institution, provides financial services to
its Self Help Groups (SHGs) members for Income generation activity and other
purposes. UMM provides loan for a period of eighteen months and collects
repayments in monthly installments. The interest charged by UMM from its clients is
linked with its cost of borrowing from the financial sponsors besides interest the other
terms and conditions which are linked with terms of borrowing from its loan suppliers
are also applicable to the clients.

The numbers of borrowers of the UMM supported by Small Industries Development
Bank of India (SIDBI) and State Bank of India (SBI) and National Agricultural and
Rural Development Bank of India (NABARD) fund stands to be over 1000 members
at the end of financial year 20097 10maj or ity of Dborrowers

Since most of the borrowers are first cycle of loan the loan amount disbursed to them
varies 5000.00 to 10000.00 In case second cycle of loan for dairy development, the
amount disbursed up to Rs. 25000.00. The loan is disbursed through Self Help
Group (SHGs) mechanism. The loan is exclusively in the nature of income
generation Activities (IGA) and it is granted only after successful completion of
training on loan product.

UMM has obtained loan from CTPL and NABARD (through A T India) in the current

year. Primary loan was sanctioned by State Bank of India in 2005 i 06. It was for an

amount of Rs. 20 Lakh as cash credit limit another loan was sanctioned by Small
Industries Development Bank of India (SIDBI) in 2007 i 08 an amount of Rs. 50
Lakhs, during the current financial year 2009 i 10 UMM has got loan of Rs. 06 Lakh
from CTPL for loan disbursement to the produces of producer company for Income
generaton activities and Rs. 49.752 Lakh from NABARD (through promoter
organization) as well making regular repayments in installments as per agreed
terms, the loan amount was circulated amongst the clients, along with surplus
earnings from operations. The details of funds received since last three years by
UMM have been summarized in following table.

Every demand of
loan is scrutinized through a Credit Committee which is constituted internally in
UMM, on the merit of loan proposal received.

4.2 Loan Portfolio:

It is to the credit of UMM that all the clients were disciplined and maintained a track
record of 100% repayment rate. The portfolio outstanding the end of financial year
20097 10 is Rs. 50 Lakh. UMM has provided financial services among 120 SHGs in
2007 i 08 however at present UMM have provided fiancial services to 307 SHGs.
